Introduction:

Globalization, climate changes, rapid expansion of trade and increased transnational investment and
the worldwide introduction of improved information and communication technologies, is also affecting
the forestry sector by opening new opportunities but also challenges to which the international
community, including the European Union is constantly trying to align.

In this framework, in June 2023 the European Union published the Regulation (EU) 2023/1115 of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 31 May 2023, concerning the making available on the single
market of the European Union and the export from the Union of certain goods and products associated
with deforestation and forest degradation, better known as the European Union Deforestation
Regulation (EUDR). As of 30 December 2024, the main articles of the EUDR will apply, leaving a short
period for adaptation and preparation of Ukraine to its implementation.

According to the EUDR, any operator or trader placing products such as soybeans, beef, palm olil,
timber, cocoa, coffee, and rubber on the EU market or exporting them must be able to demonstrate that
these products do not originate from lands that have undergone deforestation or where their production
has contributed to forest degradation. The relevant products must also be covered by a due diligence
declaration and produced in accordance with applicable local laws. Among other things, this will impact
Ukraine's exports to the EU of timber and its related products (sawn timber, furniture, panels, etc.), as
well as other products from the mentioned list.
